Coronavirus / COVID-19 Outbreak Protocol — Sept 2020

Highfields is classed as a single ‘bubble’. The following protocol will be followed.

School is open as normal.

Member of staff, visitor or student reports symptoms.

l

Person reporting symptoms immediately self-
isolates. Household also self-isolates.

l

Person reporting symptoms books in for test.
Person and household isolate whilst waiting for
test result.

l

If ‘no positive’ test
result returned,
return to school
once symptom-

free for continuous

48 hours.

]

Process ends.

l

If ‘positive’, self-isolation
for 10 days from date of
onset of symptoms for
person. Household must
also isolate for 14 days from
date of onset of symptoms.

School informed immediately — SLT form
‘response team’ drawn from Middle
Leaders.

SLT begin preliminary ‘track and trace’ of
who has been in close contact. This is
define by Public Health England as:

e Close/direct contact is considered
to be:

e being coughed on, or

e having a face-to-face conversation
within 1 metre, or

e having unprotected skin-to-skin
physical contact, or

e travel in a small vehicle with the
case, or

e any contact within 1 metre for 1
minute or longer without face-to-
face contact

e extended close contact (between
1 and 2 metres for more than 15
minutes) with a case

SLT informed.
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If member of household
then has onset of
symptoms, they then get
test. Advice should then be
given to household from
health officials on self-
isolation. Rule of thumb is
to apply the above isolation

rule.

SLT contact Public Health England and
advice team within Stockport.

l

Decision/s made around partial or whole
school closure based on:

e Extent of close contact from
person with positive test result.

e Capacity of school to operate with
onset of nature (who is absent)
and scale (numbers) of staff
absence.

The closure will include a re-opening date.

*SLT = Senior Leadership (Headteacher, Deputy Headteacher)
